
 

Fee Assistance at Bialik College 

Bialik College is a communal institution, existing for the benefit of the Jewish community. Families 
make sacrifices and lifestyle choices so that their children can benefit from a life-changing Bialik 
education.  

Whilst we are dependent on fee income in order to continue to offer a first-class education, we 
recognise that some families will be unable to afford the fees as a result of either their income 
and/or their temporary financial circumstances. As a result, Fee Assistance provides a confidential 
and dignified process ensuring that Jewish children are not denied a Jewish education on financial 
grounds. The Fee Assistance Process is as follows:  

 

Parents attend a 20 minute meeting annually or 
biannually to review the arrangement.

Families complete, sign and submit to the College Relationship & Credit Manager a 
confidential Fee Assistance Application and provide supporting documentation.  

The application is reviewed by the Fee Assistance Committee, and a meeting between 
the Fee Assistance Committee and the Parents is convened.  

Parents attend a confidential meeting with a member of the Fee Assistance Committee. 
If all paperwork is provided then a route will be offered by Fee Assistance.  Each case is 
evaluated on an individual family needs basis, taking into account assets, liabilities, 
income and expenses, to arrive at a practical achievable level of fees. 

Route 1 

If the financial circumstances 
indicate that there is little 
opportunity for the Parents 
to pay full fees, and little 
prospect of their financial 
position materially changing 
a reduced level of fees will be 
agreed upon. 

Families continue to pay the  
reduced fees for 3-5 years 
following the last child’s 
departure from the College 
in full and final settlement of 
all past fee relief. 

Route 2 

If the financial circumstances 
indicate that the family has 
either substantial assets or 
income, or hardship is 
temporary, then a loan is agreed.  

This arrangement is intended to 
be temporary repayable 
assistance.  

Route 3 

If the financial 
circumstances indicate that 
there is capacity to pay full 
fees, then the Fee 
Assistance committee will 
not offer a fee reduction 
route.  
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
