set tasks at home and at school 
• seek help if I have a question or problem  
• accept ownership of my own learning 

• I have a right to hear and to be 
heard 

It is my responsibility to: 
• listen and allow others to speak without interruption

  
• I have a right to be treated with 

respect 
It is my responsibility to: 
• respect the rights and needs of others regardless 

of race, colour, religion, etc. 
• discourage all put downs 
• be polite and cooperative 

• I have a right to feel happy, safe 
and secure in my environment 

It is my responsibility to: 
• be in the right place at the right time 
• help and care for others  
• behave sensibly in the classroom, the playground, 

at all school activities and while travelling to and 
from school 

• care for my environment 
• resolve disputes in an appropriate nonviolent 

manner  
• I have a right to my own privacy 

and personal space 
It is my responsibility to: 
• respect the personal property of others and to 

accept their right to privacy and personal space 
• take responsibility for my own belongings  

• I have a right to be an accepted 
part of my community 

It is my responsibility to: 
• respect the rights and needs of all members of our 

school and wider community 
• wear appropriate school uniform  
• not to have illegal drugs, alcohol, tobacco and 

weapons in my possession 
• I have a right to search for God’s 

purpose in my life
