Introduction 
Instrumental lessons at Calvary take place in the Performing and Creative Arts (PACA) 
facility. We only offer INDIVIDUAL instrumental lessons, which have a duration of 30 
minutes. 
 
 
Why do we offer only individual instrumental lessons? 
 
It is our desire to foster the best outcome for all instrumental students.  Individual music 

lessons offer a personalized experience, allowing children to progress at their own 

pace. Tutors can tailor quality lessons to each child's strengths, providing immediate 

feedback for quicker improvement. A distraction-free environment boosts confidence 

and fosters strong connections, making these lessons an effective choice for musical 

growth.

type of instrument.  

• A Musical Instrument Hire Agreement Form must be completed prior to 

receiving a hire instrument. 

• Hire instruments must be returned at the conclusion of each year in good order 

to avoid being charged a repair or replacement cost. 
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Instruments brought on site 
All instruments that are brought on site are the responsibility of the student.  Students 

who leave their instruments in the PaCA building do so at their own risk, as these 

instruments are not monitored, and the College does not take any responsibility for the 

loss or damage to students' personal property which may be left on the premises. 

 

Ensembles 
Students participating in the Instrumental Program may have opportunity to join an 

Ensemble throughout the year.  Ensembles are organised subject to Tutor availability 

and students will be invited to join once their skill is at an appropriate level. While 

Ensembles are not compulsory, they are a fantastic way for students to further develop 

their skills.  Involvement in Ensembles is free of charge and full commitment will be 

required.

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GENERAL PROCEDURES       
 
 
Applications 

Applications for the Performing and Creative Arts Program are accepted for the 

beginning of each term, with strict closing dates, due to the processing required for the 

following term.  Closing dates are clearly stipulated on the College Website:

Application forms can easily be submitted on line via this website address, or via the 

MyCalvary app using the quick link ‘Clipboard’.  In ‘Clipboard’, you will find PACA 

Activity Selections to submit your application. 

 

Your application will be accepted unless notified otherwise. 

By completing this application, you will be charged the PACA fee which will be added 

to your automated payments. 

PLEASE NOTE THAT NEW APPLICATIONS OR ANY CHANGES/WITHDRAWALS TO CURRENT 

CREATIVE ARTS ENROLMENTS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED AFTER THE CLOSING DATE FOR EACH 

TERM. 

 
Applications are processed pending: 

• Tutor availability 

• Timetable availability 

• Term closing dates. Applications will NOT be accepted after the closing date 
for each term.  

 
 
Lesson Limits 

At Calvary, our priority is for our students to experience a wholistic educational journey 

where learning is maximised in a consistent environment.   

Maximum Lessons for each student is 2. 

 

Prep students can apply for lessons from Semester 2 only.  
 
PACA lessons are available to students during all four terms throughout the year, with 
the exception of Year 12 students during Term 4, due to the exam workload. 
 
Once a student has been given a place in the Program they do not need to apply again 
each term, as their placement will simply be rolled over each term for the current year.  
However, NEW APPLICATION submissions are required from all PACA students for 
each NEW YEAR. 
 
Any changes wishing to be made to student’s placement will require a new Application 
being submitted, or an email to the PACA office (paca@calvary.qld.edu.au) by the 
required closing date.

• Lessons will be forfeited if payments for PACA fees are not up to date. 

 

Hire Instrument cost break down: 

• Hire fees are charged to your school account, added to automated payments.  

• The hire of instruments incurs the following additional costs: 

 

Alto Saxophone = $105 per term 

Cello = $100 per term 

Clarinet = $70 per term 

Flute = $70 per term 

Trombone/Trumpet = $70 per term 

Viola/Violin = $60 per term

Timetabling 
The Master Timetable each year is created and managed by the PACA team. 
Scheduling is designed around all major College events to avoid clashes. 
 
Lesson times are authorised by the College and are designed to account for tutor 
availability and the day to day schedules of both the Primary and Secondary College.  
Tutors will be required to adhere to the lesson times as indicated on the Master 
Timetable.   
 
All lessons will be scheduled as below: 

• Secondary students will be scheduled on a rotating timetable, to reduce the 

impact of lesson disruption. All lessons will be outlined at the beginning of the 

term via email and also will be displayed in MyCalvary on the student home 

page. 

• Primary students will be scheduled on a fixed weekly timetable.  All lessons 

will be outlined at the beginning of the term via email and also will be displayed 

in MyCalvary on the student home page.  All classroom teachers have access 

to the schedule to assist students. 

• In the event that a lesson cannot be facilitated, we encourage parents to pursue 

a private arrangement outside of school.  Please contact the PACA office for 

recommendations if required. 

 
Parents are advised that we have limited availability for lessons to occur outside of 
normal class times (before or after school and during Morning Tea or Lunch breaks). 
 
All students in Years 1 - 12 will be responsible for making their own way to and from 
lessons (Grade 1 students will initially be assisted as needed).  Prep students will be 
collected from their classroom until they are confident enough to go themselves. 
Communication 
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Once an application has been finalised, and the lesson timetabled, the College will 

send out a confirmation email to parents and students indicating that the schedule is 

now available via the MyCalvary app. This is also displayed on the student’s MyCalvary 

home page for easy reference. 

 

Tutors are asked to communicate only using email where possible.   

Parents and tutors are encouraged to communicate directly with each other (tutor 

contact details can be obtained from the PACA office) regarding the progress of the 

student and any specific resource requirements. All other communication regarding 

fees, timetabling and other things are to be directed to the PACA office 

(paca@calvary.qld.edu.au)  

 
MyCalvary will be used by Tutors and the PACA team to communicate resources, 

dates, photos etc.  Students and parents are encouraged to visit the Creative Arts 

Group on MyCalvary to see our Tutor profiles. 

 
 
Cancelled Lessons 
At any stage, should a parent wish to withdraw their child from the program they can 
do so by notifying the PACA office via email paca@calvary.qld.edu.au  
 
PLEASE NOTE: Withdrawn enrolments, from the closing date or during the term are 
NON-REFUNDABLE.  
 
Throughout each term there are certain major events which occur across the College. 

The scheduling is designed around these major events, to avoid clashes and impact 

on classes, (this does not include incidental small group excursions). 

 

If an event is on site at the College, students are still expected to attend their scheduled 

lesson. 

 

Where a student is absent from school, the lesson will not be rescheduled.  

 

In the Secondary College, it is the student’s responsibility to communicate with 

the PACA office at least 5 full days in advance about any upcoming exams that 

may clash with a PACA lesson so that an alternative time may be arranged if 

possible. 

If a PACA lesson is missed due to an exam or any other unavoidable instance, 

with no advice from parents or students this lesson will be forfeited. 

 

Note: this does not apply to the regular, whole school calendar events which are 

automatically taken into consideration when scheduling lessons.

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Behaviour Code of Conduct 
Students participating in the program are expected to comply with the College Code of 

Conduct in all lessons and PACA events.  If these expectations are not met, the Tutor 

will communicate with the PACA office and the following procedure will take place: 

 

Please note, the procedures are different for Primary and Secondary. 

 
Primary College: 

• First occasion - Verbal warning by the Tutor. 

• Second occasion – If misconduct continues, the Tutor will notify the PACA 

office and a referral will be submitted to the Responsible Thinking Classroom 

(RTC) and parents are advised. 

• On the third occasion of misconduct, the student will be immediately withdrawn 

at the parent’s expense. 

• Parents will be advised in writing. 

• Term fees are non-refundable in this instance. 

 

Secondary College: 

• The PACA office will refer students to the relevant Year Coordinator who will 

issue consequences according to the Secondary College Code of Conduct. 

The Year Coordinator will notify parents and communicate that the student is 

at risk of being withdrawn from the Performing and Creative Arts Program if the 

behaviour continues. 

• On the third occasion, the student will be immediately withdrawn at the parent’s 

expense. 

• Parents will be advised in writing. 

• Term fees are non-refundable in this instance. 

 

 
Ensembles 
Calvary has several ensembles that students can participate in. These ensembles are 

separate to tutoring lessons and rehearsals are held before school in the mornings or 

after school in the afternoons. Please contact the PACA office for more details. 

 

 

Showcase Evenings 

Throughout each year we will endeavor to organise some Showcase Evenings which 

will allow students to demonstrate their abilities and parents to see the progress their 

child is making.  Showcase Evenings will be organised by the PACA office. 

 

 

Examinations 

Students participating in our programs may elect to complete examinations.  As these 

are not compulsory, individual Tutors will connect with students they feel who should 

be completing examinations and organise registration and payment directly with 

parents.   
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Other Events   

Throughout the year there are other events and competitions students can be involved 

in external to the College (such as Eisteddfods and Festivals).  Individual Tutors will 

connect with students and parents directly when they feel an activity would be 

beneficial.   

 
 
 

PROGRESS REPORTS        
 
These reports keep parents updated as to their child’s progress in the program. They 

are not as detailed as normal school reports that parents would be used to receiving 

for their children. If parents have specific questions or would like more information on 

their child’s progress, we encourage them to connect directly with their child’s tutor.
