Unpacking the fears 
about school camp

I was reading The Advertiser the other morning 

and came across an article titled ôWhy Australian 

students are skipping school camps and what 

theyõre missing out on.õ(Wednesday 10th 

September). Given that we have a few camps 

coming up across the Junior School, this article 

piqued my attention immediately.  

The article stated that an increasing number of 

kids around Australia are refusing to attend 

school camp, and it is becoming increasingly 

difficult for schools to persuade parents to let 

their children attend school camps due to 

concerns about safety and wanting their 

children to avoid any ôdiscomfortõ.  

As a parent myself, I completely understand the 

concerns many parents carry ñespecially 

around cost and/or safety. These are valid and 

important considerations. Sending your child 

away, even for a few nights, can stir up anxiety 

for parents. Will they be safe? Will they eat well? 

Will they sleep? Will they miss home?  

However, as an educator who has spent the last 

20-plus years attending school camps, Iõve seen 

firsthand the transformative power of time spent 

on camp. Iõve watched hesitant students 

become confident leaders, quiet ones find their 

voice, and friendships deepen in ways that 

simply donõt happen within the classroom walls. 

Throughout these camp experiences, what has 

been reinforced time and time again is the 

benefits of school camp far outweigh the worries . 

Camp Builds Resilience  

Away from familiar comforts, children learn to 

adapt. Whether itõs making their own bed, trying 

something new like abseiling, or navigating 

group dynamics, camp gently stretches their 

independence. They discover they  can  do hard 

thingsñand thatõs a lesson that lasts.

In the shared experience of camp ñaround the 

campfire, on the trail, or during team 

challenges ñstudents connect in deeper ways 

with both the significant adults they share a 

classroom with, and with each other. Teachers 

often tell me that the bonds formed at camp 

carry through the rest of the year, improving 

classroom culture and collaboration.
