BUILDING A STRONG COMMUNITY
Perhaps more than ever, one of the most vital
roles of a school is to provide a true sense
of community. In a world where traditional
sources of connection are in decline, schools
are uniquely placed to offer something
enduring: belonging, purpose and support.

At Kilvington, this is central to our mission.
We strive to ensure that our students and
families feel safe, seen and supported. We
believe young people thrive academically,
socially and emotionally when they feel
connected to something bigger than
themselves. When students feel a strong
sense of belonging at school, they’re more
likely to reach their academic potential and
fully immerse themselves in the co-curricular
side of school life.

When our staff gathered at the start of
Semester 2, | invited them to reflect on the
role of schools in fostering community. To
their understandable surprise, | began with
a clip from last year’s season of Britain’s
Got Talent (BGT). It featured a stirring
performance of ‘A Million Dreams’ from
The Greatest Showman. While the song
was beautifully sung, it wasn’t the musical
quality that struck me most — it was what
the performance represented.

The choir had been assembled by eight-
year-old Ravi, a boy whose dream was to
appear on BGT. The year before, he had

been diagnosed with a brain tumour. In the
face of immense adversity, he gathered
together a remarkable group to help bring
his dream to life. Among the performers
were family members, friends, medical
professionals who had supported him,

and other courageous children from the
brain tumour community.

What moved me most, however, was
the presence of Ravi’s school friends and
teachers — people from his everyday life who
stood beside him in solidarity. In his time of
greatest need, it was his school community
that rallied around him. This short clip
showed the extraordinary things a united
community can achieve while highlighting
the vital role schools play in providing
connection and belonging.

Two particular days this year stand out
to me because of the way everyone at
Kilvington came together. The first was the
student-led Lift With Laughter Day, a creative
variation on R U Ok? Day. A committee of
students from across the School designed
the event, and the fact that it was entirely
student-driven made it especially powerful.
Similarly, the final day of Term 3 saw staff
and students from ELC to Year 12 donning
their favourite team colours to support food
allergy awareness. Again, it was wonderful
to see our community unite around such a
meaningful cause.

EXCITING NEW BUILDING

Our strong sense of community will be
further enhanced when the brand-new
café and event space opens in early 2026.
Designed to be a central hub of school life,
it will provide a space for staff, parents and
students to come together and enjoy the
wide range of options on offer.

This year has been an exceptionally busy and
rewarding one for the ELC. | continue to be
amazed by the breadth of projects, events
and celebrations we’re able to participate

in, all of which are inspired by the children’s
interests and guided by our dedicated
teaching staff.
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SPECIAL EVENTS

In 2025, the ELC took part in a number of
significant events that enriched our students’
learning experiences.

A standout event was our contribution to
the annual Kilvington Art Show, where we
proudly showcased our students’ creative
work. This included Magnolia’s bird and
habitat artworks, the Daintree Group’s
prehistoric dinosaur displays, Magenta’s
Wominjeka sign featuring animal stories,
and the Marine Group’s innovative digital
technology puzzle.

Our traditional events, such as the
Mother’s and Father’s/Special Friend’s
Morning Celebrations, continued to
strengthen our community ties. End-of-term
celebrations like Pattern Day and the Teddy
Bears’ Picnic proved to be popular, alongside
whole-school events such as Team Colours
Day and Book Week. The Book Parade
was a particular highlight, with both ELC
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and Junior School students invited to
showcase their imaginative costumes
in celebration of literature.

PROJECTS AND INQUIRIES
Throughout the year, the children’s natural
curiosity sparked a range of wonderful
inquiries. The three-year-old groups showed
a keen interest in environmental sustainability,
which led to projects such as mushroom
cultivation, creating banana water, and caring
for local native plants. The Marine Group
was fascinated by sea creatures, while the
Daintree Group thoroughly enjoyed exploring
the prehistoric era — especially dinosaurs!
This year, the Pre-Preps have had a
strong focus in STEM. To nurture this interest,
the Pre-Prep teachers collaborated with the
Mathematics Association of Victoria (MAV) to
support the organisation to develop an early
childhood mathematics curriculum. Magenta
loved diving into mask-making and exploring



how homes work, while Magnolia’s focus
on castles naturally led to discussions about
architecture and construction.

A standout project for all groups involved
the take-home activity of the endangered
mountain pygmy possum, Mali, which offered
a captivating learning experience for both
students and their families.

BUILDING RELATIONSHIPS

The Kilvington community continued to be a
key part of our ELC program this year. The
Pre-Prep groups loved spending time with
their Year 5 Buddies, building relationships
that will help make their move into Junior
School a smooth and positive one. Science
Week was another highlight, with our Senior
School Science Leaders running hands-

on experiments and sensory activities that
engaged children across all year levels.
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We also greatly valued the contributions

of specialist teachers across the curriculum.

Regular sessions with Ms Radford in Music,
Mr Collins in Perceptual Motor Program
(PMP) and Vanessa in the Library were
integral to our ELC program’s success. The
Pre-Preps enjoyed their French immersion
classes with Camille, which continued to
enrich their early language experiences.
ELC students participated in a variety of
whole-school community events, including
Harmony Day and Team Colours Day,
further fostering our sense of belonging
within the broader Kilvington community.

Parent participation was vital to our
programs, with families contributing
their diverse talents through cooking
demonstrations, sharing cultural practices
and participating in science experiments.
Additionally, we piloted a series of Parent
Information Sessions, led by our School
Psychologist, Evangeline Wai, in response to
the many parenting questions we received.

INDIGENOUS EDUCATION AND
COMMUNITY COLLABORATION
We were fortunate to continue our
partnership with Aunty Karan, a visiting
Aboriginal educator, whose presence is a
cherished aspect of our curriculum. Through
storytelling, song and art, we incorporated
Indigenous perspectives and teachings
into our program, helping students develop
a deeper understanding of First Nations
peoples and their cultural practices. It’s
always a pleasure to see the children
eagerly welcome Aunty Karan each term.
Our relationships with external
organisations continued to enrich the
program. The Pre-Preps benefited from



their participation in the Body Safety
Australia’s Body Safety Superstars! program,
while the MAV pilot program provided
valuable insights into early childhood
mathematics education.

EXCURSIONS AND INCURSIONS
Our excursions and incursions are
designed to complement the inquiry-based
investigations and intentional teaching that
underpin our learning framework.

This year’s incursions included dance
and movement with Drama Toolbox, paper-
making with Little Sprouts, woodworking
projects, and visits from Australian animals.
Our excursions took us to the Royal Botanic
Gardens, Melbourne Zoo, Melbourne Museum
and Melbourne Aquarium, giving students
hands-on experiences to deepen their
understanding of the natural world.

All'in all, it has been a truly enriching
year for our ELC students, marked by a
range of learning experiences, community
engagement and memorable events. We
look forward to continuing this journey of
growth and discovery next year!

Another highlight was the information
sessions on the gold rush. We learnt about
its impact on Aboriginal people, how people

got to the goldfields, and the discrimination
against the Chinese people on the goldfields.
We also had an information session about
the Eureka Stockade, where we got to see
the actual flag! There were lots of pieces
missing because troopers took pieces off

it for souvenirs.

For the mine tour, we descended 52 steps
to complete darkness, and the only light was
the dim flicker of the lamps on the cave walls.
We learnt a lot about how the Welcome
Nugget was discovered. On the second night
of camp, we had the opportunity to watch
a show called AURA. It was made up of
three parts: the first show was about space
and time, which we got to watch with 3D
goggles, the second show was about the
Aboriginal Dreamtime, and the final show
told us the story of the Eureka Stockade.

Another highlight was the shopping. The
raspberry drops were a very popular choice!
We also enjoyed exploring the interesting
olden-days shops along Main Street, such
as the blacksmith, the apothecary and the
criterion store.

Overall, our camp to Sovereign Hill was
amazing. We learnt so much about life during
the gold rush and what it was like to be a
child in the 1850s. We’ll never forget this
incredible adventure!

One of the highlights was gathering
around the fire on the second day to talk
openly with the family. It was an insightful

GUURRIILL
While the other Year 9 group stayed at a
rainforest-like camp, our group ventured
further from the local Hopevale community
to Guurriill. There, we met Lillian, a local
language teacher, and Richard, who runs the
cattle station where we camped. Highlights
of our time at the homeland included learning
‘Heads, Shoulders, Knees and Toes’ in
Guugu Yimithirr, trying our hand at leather
making, enjoying a traditional cowboy dinner,
and taking a bushwalk on the owners’ land.
We were also lucky enough to each
receive language names, something we
could bring home. Other favourite activities
included star gazing and visiting the stunning
Isabella Falls, which was a welcome chance
to refresh after a few days without showers.
As part of giving back to the community, we
participated in a project to build showers for
future Red Earth groups. The homeland stay
also offered a unique insight into Dreamtime
stories, as Lillian and Richard shared their
personal connections to culture and Country.

CAIRNS

homelands and headed to Cairns. Although
the wet weather at first made us hesitant to
swim, we were delighted to find that both
reef days were filled with sunshine. From
turtles to pirate fish, the Great Barrier Reef
did not disappoint.
