Being selected in the PCACS Basketball Academy is a privilege and students are expected 

to demonstrate and uphold the school values (Spirituality, Excellence, Honesty, Respect and 

Belonging) in all areas of their schooling, both on and off campus. Furthermore, students 

representing the Basketball Academy are expected to adhere to the following: 

• Maintain an Academy attendance rate of 90% or higher. This includes before School training 

sessions. 

• Maintain uniform standards in all areas of their schooling (School Uniform, PE Uniform and 

Academy Uniform). No more than 3 uniform violations per term. 

• Students must maintain a satisfactory level or higher in their Engagement, Organisation, 

Classroom Attitude, Initiative and Independence in all curriculum areas. 

• If injured, students are still required to attend all training sessions, but you will not be 

expected to participate. Adjusted training sessions will be provided for injured students if they 

are capable of light duties. 

• Full participation in Interhouse and ACC Carnivals. 

• School Basketball comes before Club Basketball. Exceptions include: 

o WABL (Possible exception – must confirm with Mr Joshua Wallace) 

o WA State Team Selection 

• Be available to compete in RKAS Basketball teams and Carnival Basketball teams if selected 

into a representative team. 

• Students in the Basketball Academy are not able to select Basketball as an option for Lightning 

Carnivals. 

Breaches of the Basketball Academy Student Athlete Agreement can result in you being removed from 

the PCACS Basketball Academy. Steps before removal are as follows: 

• Level 1 (Low) – Verbal warning 

• Level 2 (Medium) – Letter home to parents/guardians 

• Level 3 (High) – Removal from the Basketball Academy 

Basketball Academy Term fees must be paid on time.
