Itõs wonderful being an Edmund Rice school and part of Edmund Rice Education Australia (EREA). 

Just before Cyclone Alfred appeared on the horizon unnerving us and causing hardship for many, I 

attended my first EREA National Principalsõ Conference titled Faithfulness and Transformation. The 

theme referred to EREA schoolsõ vocation to remain true to the Gospel and Jesus story, and also to 

the motivation and values that inspired Blessed Edmund Rice in Waterford, Ireland in the 19th 

century. Such inclusion and justice oriented values are often contrary to the push and pull of society 

today; we donõt have to look far to witness the power of might is playing right out as we speak. 
 

As EREA schools, we are called to something different. We are asked to create communities that 

transform lives and transform society for the better. We are committed to the deliberate nurturing of 

young people so they can become change-makers and advocates of a better world for all. 
 

As part of this theme, attendees had the privilege of hearing Fr Greg Boyle SJ, founder of Homeboysõ 

Industries in Los Angeles. Fr Gregõs lifework has been to rehabilitate 120,000 gang members and 

help them find meaningful employment, life skills and a way forward after lives scarred by poverty 

and violence. 
 

Some of Fr Gregõs most impactful statements included: 
 

¶ We are called to create communities of kinship and cherished belonging that God would 

recognise. 

¶ Other voices get heard because of what you do. 

¶ Our God is a spacious and expansive God who canõt take her eyes off you. Once you receive that 

tender glance, you can be that tender glance for other people. 

¶ We are made to ventilate the world with tenderness and kindness is our only response. 
 

Does this sound like the work St James is doing? I thought so, and I felt inspired and moved by Fr 

Greg. Our vision for St James is for it to continue striving to be a community of kinship and cherished 

belonging, a place where everyone is loved, can be themselves and learn to help each other up and 

on the way forward. This is my prayer for each member of our community as we move further into 

Lent. 
 

òOnly kinship. Inching ourselves closer to creating a community of kinship such that God might 

recognise it.ó Fr Greg Boyle, Forgive Everyone Everything.

Our Year 11 Health students recently had the opportunity to hear from Kat Murray from Gateway Health, who provided valuable insights 

into future careers and education pathways in the health sector. 

 

During the session, students learned about CheckUP, a not-for-profit organisation dedicated to improving health outcomes for 

communities that need it most. CheckUP has worked collaboratively at strategic, regional, and local levels to increase primary 

healthcare services across Queensland, including urban, rural, remote, and Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander communities. With 

support from over 150 healthcare providers, they deliver innovative health programs, engage over 70 schools in health-related 

initiatives, and advocate for equitable access to healthcare services. Their commitment to building a capable and sustainable local 

health workforce makes them a valuable resource for students considering a future in healthcare. 

 

Beyond learning about CheckUP, students explored a variety of career options within the health sector, from nursing and allied health to 

public health and community services. Kat also shared her own journey in health, highlighting different education pathways and the 

exciting job growth in the industry. 

 

This session was not only informative but also a great lead-up to the Health Careers Expo in June, where students will have the chance 

to explore further opportunities, network with industry professionals, and gain deeper insights into potential career paths. The expo 

features live demonstrations, mock health facilities, and information booths offering insights into school- based traineeships and work 

experience opportunities.

The day began with a welcoming breakfast, followed by a presentation from Sue Rogan, Business Owner of Elevate Construction 

Marketing, who shared insights into the construction industry. Students were also inspired by Jade, a carpenter with NAWIC, who spoke 

about overcoming health challenges to follow her career passion. Jade encouraged the students: òNo matter what the barrier is, try and 

break it with the respect of what you're going to gain from it.ó 

 

Rebecca, a Field Officer at Busy Sisters Women in Trade, also shared her experience working with contracts and emphasized the 

importance of a positive attitude in the workforce. òSkills can be taught, attitude can't,ó she said, stressing that supervisors assess 

employees on both skills and attitude. 
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The event concluded with a Q&A session, allowing students to learn directly from industry role models and mentors. Molly Carter, one of 

the students who attended, reflected, òWhat I took away from today is that no career is out of reach, and Iõm now really interested in 

exploring carpentry or cabinet making as potential paths." 

 

The event was a valuable opportunity for students to connect with professionals, gain industry knowledge, and be inspired to pursue 

careers in the trades.
