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EXTREME WEATHER GUIDELINES

Sport in the Senior and Preparatory School is under the auspices of SAAS for boys and IGSSA for
girls - the extreme weather policy is:

Matches (weekend): schools will assess the local conditions at specific venues in real time to action
any necessary cancellations. Fixtures will be cancelled or cease when the local temperature reaches
the following temperatures at the location of the sporting fixture:

e Senior School: 38 degrees
e Preparatory School: 35 degrees

Weekday matches — if at 8.00 am the maximum daily temperature for the location of the sporting
fixture is predicted to reach the following temperatures on the Bureau of Meteorology (BOM)
website/app, that afternoon’s match will be cancelled.

e Senior School — boys: 38 degrees
e Senior School —girls: 36 degrees
e Preparatory School: 35 degrees

Temperature Source: SAAS and IGSSA use the Bureau of Metrology as its source for updated
temperature information http://www.bom.gov.au/places/sa/ then enter the suburb of match.

Schools will make every effort to maximise playing time prior to the threshold temperatures being
reached, by working collaboratively and where possible, commencing the fixture at an earlier time in
the day.
